The Minutes of the Meeting on 25th May 2017 were taken as read and following a heated discussion on the draft Minutes and a recording transcript the Minutes were proposed for signature by Richard Sewell and seconded by June Pratt, 4 - 3 in favour to be signed (Jean Lindsay not present at that Meeting)
Finance:

a) Accounts. The draft accounts as circulated to Councillors for approval were discussed at length and were proposed for signature by Jean Lindsay and seconded by June Pratt, 5 – 3 in favour.




b) Investment Strategy.  Discussion on the £42,500 invested in February 2017 with Lloyds Bank and future investment, that the money could be withdrawn if necessary, the interest percentage, that more money should be spent not saved, 





c) Cheque for signature.  £100 for hire of hall for election for Casual Vacancy.




d) Cheques received. April land rental £208 and May land rental £208 




e) Grant application. Transparency Code funding – unsuccessful.

Highways:

a) Pot hole repairs on Tower Road – no action to be taken at this time by NCC




b) 30mph sign on Tretts Lane – replaced by NCC




c) Overgrown hedge on corner of Marsh Road/Main Road has been cut.

Footpaths:

a) Mill Lane sign missing – replaced by NCC. It was noted that the field crop had been cut to restore the footpath for Clippesby/Billockby




b) Church footpath at A1064.  This was discussed at length and was resolved to be a priority to request from NCC the erection of a warning sign and possible footpath/road markings. Haydn Thirtle will also speak with Highways. Sign costings also to be obtained.

Planning:

a) Letcombe Bowers, Rollesby Road, open fronted log shed. GYBC approved




b) Electrical Testing Acle Bridge erection storage building. BA approved




c) NCC – Section 25 Public Path Dedication – Town Road to footpath No 6.

a) Andrew Peake commented on his 27 emails to the Clerk.  Jean Lindsay stated our Clerk does a splendid job and needs our support, not nit picking. Jonathan Roper supported this statement.

b) The Chairman and the grass Contractor checked a complaint received of a tree stump in St Margaret’s Church graveyard causing a trip hazard.  A stump grinder will be used or it will be clearly marked with a stake.

c) The grass Contractor had complained of flowers/ornaments on graves and not near the headstone making if difficult to cut. Copy of letter to be sent to Churchwarden.

d) June Pratt advised that a new Vicar had been appointed and will be inducted in August at Filby Church.

e) June Pratt advised that there is an overgrown shrub obstructing the footway on Main Road, Fleggburgh between Town Road and Marsh Road.

f) Road repair barriers and signs have been left for some time on the footpath to St Margaret’s Way causing an obstruction. Highways to be informed.

g) Jonathan Roper said the building work at St Margaret’s Church is making it difficult to get to the internment area, that there is rubble on site and the grass Contractor is not being allowed in. The Churchwarden present noted this and will speak with the builders. The Chairman added that the Contractor will strim near the church wall until he has access with the grass cutter.

h) Jonathan Roper said the white lines at the junction of Town Road/A1064 and the bend on Town Road near the post box need repainting.  Clerk to advise NCC

i) Rachael Tait said the Speedwatch Group notice was not in In-Formal, request to add 2 items to the next Agenda:  a) How to add items on the Agenda and b) How we decide Planning Applications.  

j) Barry Hall said there is an overgrown hedge on Mill Lane adjacent the broiler houses and the conifers on the A1064 opposite Tower Road need cutting.
