MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held in the Village Hall on

The Chairman opened the meeting at 7.30pm and welcomed Borough Councillor Haydn Thirtle and 3 members of the public and thanked them for attending the meeting. 

Public Discussion:
No questions had been received, but the matter of the site meeting by GYBC for 9 dwellings on Rollesby Road was raised and a discussion followed.

Minutes:


The Minutes of the Annual Parish Council Meeting/Emergency Planning Meeting on 26th May, 2016, were taken as read and proposed for signature by David Woollard and seconded by Rachael Tait, all in favour.

Police:


PC Dick Cook was unable to attend due to an emergency, but sent a report: -

“The parish is relatively quiet, there have been a total of 29 calls for service in the last two months and additionally there have been 6 recorded crimes.  One of these was the theft of coping stones at Clippesby Church, for which a suspect has been arrested and bailed pending CPS advice. Another, a garage burglary, has an identified suspect awaiting processing.  PCSO Paul Edwards continues his patrols and engagement work within the parish”

Councillor Vacancy:
Following advertising the vacancy, one application was received from June Pratt.  The Chairman proposed she become a Councillor, which was seconded by Jean Lindsay, all in favour. June signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office.

Highways:

a) The 2nd Ruggs Lane sign has been erected.



b) The potholes on Town Road have been repaired.




c) The grass verge adjacent the footway and “Jasme”, Rollesby Road is still not cut back, but is on Highways jobs list.  Barry Hall added that the verges on Westfield Close need cutting.
d) The County Council Parish Partnership was discussed, but will not be taken up.

e) The new village sign at Clippesby has been erected and officially opened by Margaret Alston.  PC Dick Cook and PCSO Paul Edwards had apologised for not placing traffic cones as agreed. David Woollard said the sign was very good. The Chairman congratulated and thanked Jean Lindsay and her team for their hard work.  

f) The broken lamp-post has not yet been removed, Clerk to chase up.

Multicourt:

a) This item had been requested by Jonathan Roper as the Court is due a safety check. As he had sent his apologies the Chairman asked if Haydn Thirtle could contact GYBC regarding this, he agreed and said he would report back.

Footpaths/Hedging
a) The Church footpath vegetation was sprayed with weed killer by Jonathan Roper. It has also been cut and is now passable.  Helen Scott, the Footpath Warden advised that she had satisfactorily, spoken with the complainant regarding her email. 

b) The overgrown hedge at “Barnstable” on A1064/Pound Lane.  The Clerk had hand delivered a letter on 25th June, asking for hedge to be cut as we had received complaints from drivers that it was hitting the wing mirrors, but with no avail. Helen Scott said she would call on them and discuss it.

c) Parish Paths Seminar.  Jean Lindsay had attended and gave a short report. It is necessary to register any paths and bridleways in the Parish within the next 10 years.  There followed a short discussion on the Parish paths and the Common and it was thought as all were named and signposted they were registered. David Woollard said there were no bridleways in the Parish. Jean added that the footpath in Clippesby has been cleared and is now very good.

Planning Applications:  
a) 
9 Dwellings, Rollesby Road. This application was due to be considered by GYBC on 13th July, but was postponed due to not having 5 days to lodge a “Notice to Speak”  letter and Planning  not having had a site meeting.

  Holmlea, Royden Way – en-suite extension – Approved

c) 
  Broiler Farm, Mill Lane – domestic garage – Parish Council no objections

d)   2 Bygone Close – 3 single storey rear extensions – Approved

e)   Hilre, Marsh Road – Raise roof and install rear balcony. Parish Council no objections

f)  White Gates, Main Road– Appeal 5 dwellings and 2nd application for 4 dwellings.  Parish Council no objections
g)  Chapel Cottages, Rollesby Road  – extension to front of property – Approved

Cold Calling:

a) This item had been requested by Barry Hall who stated there had been a number of Cold Callers in Westfield Close.  A short discussion followed. Mrs Hall is prepared to become a Co-ordinator in liaison with Trading Standards, but this needs the approval of the Parish Council, which was agreed.  Notices advising “No Cold Callers” will be erected on the entrance to Westfield Close. There were no other volunteers at the meeting who wished to become a Co-ordinator for other streets in the Parish. 

Finance:

a) 
Cheque No. 105 signed for £7.20 for glass recycling (to reclaim from NCC)

b) Cheque No. 106 signed for £30 for David Balls, Internal Auditor

c) Cheque No. 107 signed for £501.25 for Clerk’s quarterly salary/expenses.

d) The application by the Parish Council for a grant to fund repairs to the Village Hall car park was turned down.

e) The Clerk stated that £11.40 had been received for textile recycling this month.

Correspondence:
a) 
Traveller incursion.  The Parish Council had received 2 notifications from GYBC on possible movement, the latter possibly Hemsby and a short discussion followed.


b) 
Poppleton & Appleby. An Administration Report on BCR Textiles was available, but it was decided not to apply for it. 

c) Fly Tipping.   Haydn Thirtle reported that the there had been fly tipping on Tretts Lane and he had reported it to GYBC. Within the rubbish dumped was papers with a name and address however, GYBC were not confident of a prosecution, but would follow it up. There was a short discussion and Rachael Tait said it was a lot of fuss over a minor offence. Haydn said this matter is still ongoing and he would keep the Council informed.  The Chairman said that last month rubbish dumped on Tretts Lane, had been put there by the owner of the land.

d) Broads Authority – Local Plan for the Broads. The Councillors had received a copy of this letter and had no comment.

e) Chris Bond of the Local Church Council had sent an email asking when the Church Notice Board would be cleaned, as it was difficult to read the notices.  The Chairman advised that the Parish Council had presented the Board to the Church, and this seemed rather petty.  However, after a short discussion Helen Scott offered to clean it for them.

f) The Clerk had received a telephone call from a resident of Clippesby asking for a village sign at the junction of the A1064, as there isn’t one. The Clerk contacted Highways who replied by email: “The County Council does not recognise Clippesby as an individual Parish, it falls under the Parish of Fleggburgh”.  The Clerk will advise the caller of the response.

g) NCC – Newsletter on EU Referendum.  The Councillors had received a copy of this letter and had no comment.

h) Martham Parish Council – Neighbourhood Plan.  The Councillors had received a copy of this letter.  Rachael Tait said her Neighbourhood Plan contact had been ill and she had been on holiday for the March meeting, so this discussion had been delayed. It was agreed he could give a short presentation before the meeting in September.

i)
Broads Authority – Appointment of 2 Independent Persons.  The Councillors had received a copy of this letter and had no comment.
Any Other Business:

The Council cannot lawfully decide anything that is raised under this item and are only matters for consideration at a future meeting.
